Please take the opportunity to 
bid her farewell. 
 
Fr. Ralph Rivera, SJ, who helps our Parish at Resurrection Chapel, will be leaving our ministry and        
relocating to Brooklyn.  Among other activities he will offer Chaplaincy support at Medgar Evers College 
in Brooklyn. 
 
Fr. Anthony Iroh will be on vacation from our Parish from June 30th to August 1st. 
 
Fr. Mario Powell, SJ will be away until September 
 
Starting next Sunday our Bulletin will take on the usual simple four-sided format for the Summer.       
Come September an entirely new format for our Bulletin will be introduced. 
 
Our Parish and the National Black Catholic Congress 
The Twelfth National Black Catholic Congress will be held in Orlando, FL, from Thursday, July 6th to 
Sunday, July 9th.  This event has been held every five years, since the 1970ôs.  However, the Colored     
Catholics Congress was held in Washington, DC, in 1889.  The Colored Catholics movement was founded 
by Mr. Daniel Rudd, a former slave from Bardstown, KY, who founded the first Black Catholic newspaper, 
The American Catholic Tribune.   Mr. Rudd was inspired by the strong and active Lay Congress movement  
popular in 19th Century Catholicism, particularly in Europe.  There were five  Colored Catholic Congresses 
in the 19th Century.  This history is well documented in The History of Black Catholics by Cyprian Davis, 
OSB, which is available at local libraries and through Amazon.com. 
 
St. Charles Borromeo, Resurrection and All Saints parish has been an essential part of Black Catholic     
history since the 1920ôs.  This is not only due to the committed Clergy that have served our community and 
not only because of the Sisters of the Blessed Sacrament who are so identified with our School.  Rather we 
have written a unique chapter in Black Catholic history because of the Black laity who came to this parish 
as migrants to Harlem from other parts of our City and our Country and because of immigrants who joined 
our churches from the Caribbean and from Africa and finally because of many who were simply born into 
this congregation.   
 
We are proud to build on our Catholic history by sending a delegation of 13 men and women from our    
Parish to the Twelfth National Black Catholic Congress.  The delegates are:
